A Special Destiny:
-Progressive Movement led to the idea of exporting American capitalism and democracy to foreign lands.
OVERSEAS MARKETS-
-Americas felt other nations were racially inferior
-New markets for farmers, manufacturers, and investors
-Railroad expansion to other nations
ANTI-IMPERIALISTS PLEA-
-Some Americans did not favor imperialism, the policy of establishing economic, political, and military dominance over weaker nations, on humanitarian and moral grounds.
-Nation magazine was very outspoken about imperialism by the United States stating that we went to war with Spain over the same issue.
-Being different from European Nations
Policies in the Caribbean:
-Theodore Roosevelt, “Speak softly and carry a big stick; you will go far.”  This statement was the backbone to his BIG STICK policies.
PANAMA CANAL-The canal is needed to link the Pacific and Atlantic Oceans.  The reduction in travel time will save millions for commercial fleets and increase the efficiency of naval fleets.
1. US offered Columbian government $10 million outright and $250,000 annually for a canal zone.  
2. Columbian government held out for more….Roosevelt supports a revolt by Panama to make them an independent nation.
3. Within four days (Nov. 2-Nov. 6, 1903) the United States recognizes the Republic of Panama.
4. Panama accepts the Panama Canal deal and the canal is finished in 1914.
EXPANSION OF THE MONROE DOCTRINE-
-Roosevelt did not want fighting and disorder in the Caribbean countries.  He wanted this area to be stable for American investment.
-In 1904 and 1905 several European powers wanted to collect their money owed to them from by Dominican customs.
-The US stepped in and made sure that debt was collected and repaid without violence.
-Roosevelt justified his actions by issuing a corollary, or proposition, extending the Monroe Doctrine.  He stated that “chronic wrongdoing” gave the US the right to exercise “international police powers” in the Western Hemisphere.
-The original idea of the Monroe Doctrine was to help fight off European colonization.
**This caused a commitment from the US to maintain stability in the Western Hemisphere.
DOLLAR DIPLOMACY-William Howard Taft takes over in 1909 and wants a different type of diplomacy.
-Taft encouraged American bankers to lend money to Central American countries so they could pay debts to Britain.
-He also encouraged investment in Central American mines, banana and coffee plantations, and railroads.
 -This concept did not really help Central America’s economy blossom because all of the money was going to pay back loans and debts not help provide goods and services.
Policies in Eastern Asia:
THE CHINESE MARKET- 
-In the United States, Americans feared and discriminated against Chinese immigrants; however many missionaries traveled to China.
-Missionaries in China were started to convert Chinese to Christianity, along with building schools, hospitals, and encouraging American made products to be bought.
-Many other nations including Britain, France, Germany, Russia, and Japan were interested in the Chinese market.
-Two factors put the United States at a disadvantage: its geographical location compared to Russia and Japan; and it’s navy, inferior to those of Japan, Germany, and Britain.
-Secretary of State John Hay proposed the territorial integrity of China.  This allowed no one to control a specific part of China allowing an open door for all to trade.
A WAR IN THE PHILIPPINES-
-US annexation of the Philippines causes major dissent from the Filipino revolutionaries, led by Emilio Aguinaldo.
-The Filipinos put up an aggressive battle until 1906.  American casualties were 4,200 and the Filipinos suffered at least 15,000 rebels and 200,000 civilian casualties.
BALANCING RUSSIA AND JAPAN-
-Port of Manila (Philippines) would be good stopping point on the way to China.
-Russia was harder to deal with than Japan because they had control of Manchuria.
-Japan launches an attack against Russia destroying most of its fleet.  Roosevelt helps Japan and Russia come to a peace agreement.
-Japan gained control over Korea, as well as key ports in China and the railroad in southern Manchuria.  Roosevelt negotiated rights for Russia in northern Manchuria and by having Japan agree to non-interference in the Philippines.
RACIAL POLITICS-
-Asian people in Japan and China had a new pride in themselves after Japan humiliated Russia.
-Japan started to protest against the segregation of Japanese students in San Francisco schools.  Roosevelt ended the segregation issue while also controlling the Japanese immigration into California.
-Roosevelt sends the “The Great White Fleet” (16 battleships) around the world to show off our naval power.  A special stop was made in Japan.

Entanglement with Europe:
-With Hay’s “Open Door Policy and Roosevelt’s peace agreement for Japan and Russia, the US showed that it could handle taking care of business around the world.
-America had opened trade partners around the world and now need to make sure that peace was being kept around the world.  Keeping a close eye on what was going on in Europe.
