_____ 8. After you are done, read your paper out loud to yourself.  Do any sentences 
sound awkward or confusing?  Re-word them so that they are clear.  Mark any spelling or grammatical errors that you catch.

_____ 9.  If possible, read your paper out loud to a parent, grandparent, sibling, friend, 
etc. Does anything sound confusing or unclear to them?  Re-word sentences to make them clear.

_____ 10. Is your paper really a reflection and not a summary?  Read through your paper 
and highlight or underline any sentence that includes your opinions, feelings, questions, or predictions.  These sentences should make up more than half of your paper.  If they don’t, then you have probably written a summary.  Go back and add more of your own thoughts on what you have read.
