Directions:  Your city has just welcomed 8,000 immigrants.  Using phase 1 of your city plan you must now modify your city to house these immigrants.  You may eliminate features, as you need to.  Remember that you are trying to create the safest environment possible for your city.  Also, remember that most of the people moving to your city are looking for jobs.  Your paper must be split in half width-wise; one half is the water the other is the city.


Features:					 POPULATION 18,000
Dock Area (2 squares)
Hospital(s) (6 squares)
Power Plant(s) (8 squares)
Water Plant(s) (8 squares)
Church(s) (4 squares)
School(s) (4 squares)
Park(s) (4-10 squares)	 
Industrial Area(s) (20 squares)
Roads (1 square in width and name your roads)
Railroad Tracks to Industrial Area and Dock Areas (############ labeled)
Police Department (6 squares)
Fire Department (6 squares)



Row Houses (50 people per square, one row house complex cannot exceed 400 people) 
Dumbbell Tenements= 50 people (one dumbbell tenement is 4x2)
Mansions= 6 people (the mansion must at least use 10 squares)



Things to Remember:

Mansions need to have more room than other houses, because they can afford more.  They cannot be built by industrial areas.  Churches, schools, parks, and industrial areas MUST be close to the residential areas because the people need to walk to wherever they are going.  You must have an island in the water section, so immigrants can come in.  NO housing can be counted if it stretches into the water.
