Multi-Genre Project: The Roaring Twenties!
	
***For our study of the cultural climate of the 1920s, we will be doing an independent research project.  Each of you will become an expert on one aspect of 1920s culture and will be responsible for teaching the rest of us.  This project will make up your entire grade for this chapter—so give your very best effort!

Project Elements:

1. Choose a research topic from the list provided.  You may come up with your own topic if you wish, but make sure you have it approved by me before you begin your research!

2. Research! Research! Research!  I have signed out the media center and laptop carts from October 27th-November 7th.  Use your in-class research time wisely.  You may have to do some additional research outside of class.  You must have at least 5 quality sources for your project.  If your topic is discussed in the textbook, you may count it as one source (see chapters 11-12).

3. Keep a Progress Journal: Use the progress journal in this packet to record what you accomplish each day, and what you plan to accomplish at home.  This will help you manage your time while you are in the media center.  Time is precious: Don’t Waste It!

4. Project Proposal: The project proposal is where you will create a plan for your overall project.  This will help you see the “big picture” of your project.  We will learn more about these on Monday, October 31st.

5. Annotated Bibliography: An annotated bibliography is a tool that you can use to keep track of your sources.  We will learn more about these on Tuesday, November 1st.  In the mean time, make sure you are keeping track of where you get your information from and taking goods notes!

6. Creative Writing: Once you are an expert on your topic, you will create at least 5 pieces of original writing that will teach your audience about it.  These pieces do not have to be long, but they need to be your own creations. 
 
· Look at the “Writing Genres” worksheet for a list of potential writing formats.  You may also come up with your own ideas, but make sure you have them approved by me before you start writing.  
· Use each type of writing only once

7. Visual Display:  This will give your audience something to look at during your presentation.  It will also display your creative writing.  This may be a poster, PowerPoint, or items displayed on a table.  Once again, I am open to any creative ideas that you can come up with.  Just make sure you talk to me about them.

8. Presentation: You will present your project to your classmates.  We will run the presentations like a science fair.  Half of the class will present while the other half walks around and looks at the presentations.  So, you will only present to a few people at a time, not the whole class—breathe a sigh of relief!

MY EXAMPLE:

1. Creating Rosie the Riveter: Class, Gender, and Propaganda during World War II by Maureen Honey
This source focuses on the tactics used to entice women into the workforce by analyzing propaganda and its effects.  Honey also discusses the way women were viewed by men during this time period, and the effects this had on women’s experiences.  Another major theme is the “image” of woman in the wartime period.  I will use this source to create my own propaganda poster.  I will also use it to write a letter between a mother and son.  Honey’s ideas helped to show me how this son might have viewed his mother’s involvement in the war.

The tank factory in town has been recruiting women to fill the jobs of men who have been drafted.  I have been thinking about going to work there.  Sam is almost thirteen now, and he could take my place at the store after school.  We all just want to do our part to help win the war and bring you home safely.  Sam has even started a scrap metal collection at his school.  The students all collect scrap and pile it up in the schoolyard.  You would be so proud of Sam if you could see him standing next to that scrap pile.  He organizes that operation with the pride of a five-star general.  Remember, we do all of this with you in mind.  Please, keep yourself safe and write as often as you can.  We cherish all of you letters.

Example Diary
March 19, 1942
Today, you left for basic training.  I know that it is selfish, but I could not help hoping that I could hold onto you for a little longer.  I know why you had to leave, but my heart doesn’t understand my head’s logic.  I am proud to say that I kept my tears at bay until I was safe in the privacy of my own room.  Now that I am here, I feel as if they will never stop.  My only comfort comes from writing to you.

March 20, 1942
On the way to the drugstore today, I saw a poster advertising war jobs for women.  The shipyards need women to fill the positions of men who are going overseas to fight.  This could be just the thing to keep me busy and to take my mind off of the loneliness.  I fell so restless, and it seems that everyone around me is contributing to the war effort.  I just want to do my part.

March 21, 1942
I spoke to Mother and Father last night at supper.  At first, they were completely against the idea of me working outside of the home.  All I had to do was ask, “What will the neighbors think of us if we don’t all do our patriotic duty?”  Mother will not stand to be outdone by Mrs. Williams, who has three daughters working at the parachute factory downtown.  By the end of the meal, anyone would have thought that the whole idea had been Mother’s from the very beginning.

March 22, 1942
Today, I went down to the shipyards to apply for a job.  They must really be desperate because they put me to work right away.  I am just working on the clean-up crew for now, until I can get some more training.  A girl about my age, named Sara, took me under her wing today.  During our lunch break, she told me about a special evening class at the community college.  The company is training girls to be welders—an important and high-paying position.  I am a fast learner and I always got good grades in school.  Maybe I’ll try for it.
